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A road safety action plan from a health perspective should aim to reduce injuries and fatalities on
the road, as well as promote overall public health and well-being.

An assessment of the RTA cases handled by major hospitals at two time scales was taken.

Details of RTA Cases handled by Major hospitals under DHS June 2023 to Aug 2023

1. No of institutions submitted responses- 80

a. DH/GH- 28

b. THQH/TH-52

No of RTA cases attended in casualty - 16772

No of RTA deaths reported to institutions- 106

No of RTA cases- seriously injured- 2124

Among the 80 institutions that gave responses, 16772 RTA cases sought care. Among
these 2124 (12.7%) were sericusly injured, 348(2%) were having head injury and
1147(6.8%) were having fractures.

Considering the load of work involved in taking care of the injured RTA cases, following peints are
put forward for inclusion in the comprehensive road safety action plan. Health department is in
the process of developing selected hospitals into trauma care facilities.

1. Data Collection and Analysis:

- Gather and analyze comprehensive data on road traffic injuries, including the types of injuries,
demographics of victims, and locations of accidents.

- ldentify high-risk areas, times, and contributing factors to accidents. The data may be shared to
health dept , so that policy decisions accordingly can be taken from health dept as well.

2. Education and Awareness:

- Develop and implement public awareness campaigns on road safety, emphasizing the health
consequences of accidents.

- Collaborate with schools and community organizations to teach road safety from a young age.

- Promote safe behaviors such as seat belt use, helmet use for motorcyclists and cyclists, and
avoiding distracted driving. Videos for the same need to be prepared.

The training materials from road safety may be shared to health department so that the
department can also disseminate the same through hospitals under DHS.

3. Infrastructure Improvement:

- Invest in infrastructure upgrades to enhance road safety, such as constructing safe pedestrian
crossings, improving signage, and maintaining road surfaces.

- Implement traffic calming measures, like speed bumps and roundabouts, in areas with high
accident rates.

4. Transportation Alternatives:
- Develop and expand public transportation systems to reduce the reliance on personal vehicles.

- Promote cycling and walking by creating dedicated lanes and pedestrian-friendly zones.






5. Law Enforcement and Regulations:

- Strengthen and enforce traffic laws and regulations, including strict penalties for speeding,
drunk driving, and texting while driving.

- Implement regular vehicle safety inspections and emissions controls to ensure roadworthy
vehicles.

6. Emergency Response and Medical Care:

- Improve emergency response times and coordination to provide rapid medical care to accident
victims. A well connected ambulance network need to be in place.

- Establish trauma centers and hospitals with specialized units for treating accident-related
injuries.

The health department need to procure more ICU and ALS ambulance which will facilitate more
efficient transportation of injured victims.

The department is in the process of finalizing the proposals for trauma care facility upgradation
in 52 hospitals. The department is also having discussions with world bank in developing trauma
care facilities in major hospitats under DHS and DME.

7. Healthcare System Integration:

- Collaborate with the healthcare system to ensure accident victims receive comprehensive care,
including physical rehabilitation and mental health support.

- Encourage insurance companies to provide coverage for rehabilitation and long-term care for
accident survivors.

8. Research and Innovation:

- Invest in research to vetter understand the health impacts of road accidentis and identify
effective prevention strategies.

- Promote innovation in vehicle safety technology, such as autonomous emergency braking and
collision avoidance systems.

9. Community Engagement:

- Involve local communities in road safety initiatives, encouraging them to take ownership of their
safety.

- Establish neighborhood watch programs to report and address unsafe driving behaviors.
10. Evaluation and Monitoring:

- Continuously monitor the effectiveness of road safety initiatives and adjust strategies as
needed,

- Conduct regular health impact assessments to measure the reduction in injuries and
improvements in public heatth.

- Collaborate with neighboring regions and countries to align road safety standards and share
best practices.

- Participate in international road safety initiatives and conferences to stay updated on global
trends and research.

12. Public-Private Partherships:

- Work with private companies and organizations to sponsor road safety campaigns and
initiatives.

- Encourage businesses to implement safe driving policies for their employees.

By implementing this road safety action plan, a community or government can significantly
reduce road traffic injuries and fatalities, ultimately promoting the health and well-being of its
citizens.
